On Leading The Women@ Studies Student Organization, 2006

Leading the Women’s Studies Student Organization (WSSO) at The University of Georgia has been an
incredible experience. I knew that I would only be able to lead for one semester since I was planning on
graduating in December, as was my co-chair, Lucas. Lucas and I decided that we would try and squeeze
everything we possibly could into one semester, and I can say that I feel confident that we did just that.
After coming back from the Gloria Steinem Leadership Institute this summer, I was eager to start
organizing campus campaigns. My head was full of idealistic projects and I was already over-
committed to WSSO before the semester even started.

Lucas and I met about 3 times a week (if not more) to discuss issues related to WSSO. Often these
planning sessions were mapping out what our activity would be at the next meeting, brainstorming how
we could get more people involved, completing logistical tasks in order to put on our events (booking
rooms, making flyers, other publicity tasks, etc), and constantly re-evaluating our broader goals of
strategy and issues. As I mentioned, we started the semester ambitiously wanting to meet twice a
month. In the end, we had an average of 4 activities, meetings and/or events that we scheduled for every
single month — about twice what we anticipated.

Some of the issues we worked on were Pro-Choice issues (of course), such as the Hanger Campaign,
Safe Sex Education/AIDS awareness in conjunction with the Health Promotions Department in the
Health Center (such as the Consent is Sexy Campaign), and the Choice USA Organizing Conference.
We also created awareness on campus about women’s issues through films and discussion groups and
held panel discussions with experts from the Athens and UGA campus communities such as the Rape
Panel. Another issue we worked diligently at was starting a campaign for a Women’s Center on
campus. With the support of the director of Women’s Studies, we launched the first ever Women’s
Center campaign to garner support for a Women’s Center which would be “dedicated to providing
resources, services, and trainings that would meet the specific and unique needs of women students, and
would provide a safe and welcoming space for women students, as well as women faculty, alumni, and
staff.”

A third goal was to develop relationships with other organizations on campus. We found that there are
many groups on campus who share our ideological values and are working towards similar progressive
change in our community. We partnered with various groups such as Amnesty International UGA,
Hispanic Students Association, Planned Parenthood’s VOX, Lambda Alliance, and Students for Latin@
Empowerment. In one of our biggest events of the year, I worked on a coalition event called Coalition
Somos América (The We Are America Coalition) to put on a fundraising event which raised awareness
about immigrant issues as well as broader issues of economic justice. More than 200 people attended
the event to hear border-crossing stories and to hear community organizers discuss how we can
collectively make change because issues of immigration, women'’s rights (reproductive justice also, of
course), and economic empowerment are all part of an interrelated battle fighting the same systemic
culprit.

Finally, beyond being concerned with educating the campus about progressive women’s issues, we
wanted to make sure that our own constituency’s needs were being addressed. To this end, we held
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leadership development meetings (such as the Choice USA Conference) as well as encouraged newer
members to get involved in grassroots efforts (such as the Hang on to Choice Campaign and arranging
Self Defense classes for the membership). We started the “WSSO Ambassadors” program that served a
two-fold purpose of encouraging underclassmen to get involved and helping to spread the word about
our events (see attached document). We also held career building workshops and a panel discussion
called “How to Get a Job In Non-Profits: What to do with a degree in Women’s Studies” where we
invited representatives from various area non-Profits, academic advisors, professors, and career-center
counselors to advise students about their post-graduation options.

We also strived to increase membership — I am pleased to report that every single meeting had more new
faces than the last — and develop inter-group relationships. Our first meeting of the year, with more than
60 people in attendance, was an annual potluck called “This is What a Feminist Cooks Like!” We also
invited our members to a “Meet-n-Greet” with the new Institute for Women’s Studies Director, Dr.
Chris Cuomo to get to know her and also to create a working partnership between our activist student
organization and the academic institution on campus. We also sponsored a Bowling Night, and a T-shirt
making meeting (a dazzling success!). We also started a Women’s Studies Honors Society, lota Iota
Iota to honor Women’s Studies students who had achieved at least a 3.0 overall GPA.

So, that’s pretty much “all” we did. We crammed it into one semester, which I suppose was the most
difficult part of it. I'm pleased that I took the skills I gained this summer at NGSLI and brought the
spirit of activism from that short week in Washington D.C. back to my university. Luckily, we had an
interested core group of people who wanted to help make a difference, and we simply couldn’t have
done it without them. I’m proud to have been a part of such a fantastic group and hopefully have made a
measurable impact on our positively right-wing and largely unaware campus. I also feel proud to leave
a legacy of activism, making it a daunting task for future organizers to keep up; by setting the bar high, I
hoped to challenge tomorrow’s leaders of WSSO to continue the fight. There is still so much work to be
done and still so much hope for progress.

I hope you enjoy looking through the rest of the materials I’'m enclosing from this whirlwind of a
semester.

August 24, 2006

The agenda for our first meeting was packed. About 25 people came which was a great start to
the year. We spent most of the time polling our members to decide if they were interested in
activism or social projects and also explaining our leadership styles. Much to our (pleasant)
surprise, the group was mostly interested in campus activism, lobbying training, and the midterm
elections. The meeting helped us gauge exactly where to focus our energies for the semester as
well as discover who the most interested members would be.

This was our kick off event where over 60 people came! We invited other campus groups to
attend so our members could meet each other.

Just before the Potluck, we invited all of the Women’s Studies majors and minors to meet the
new director to discuss how the program could be improved and how the director could support
our activist endeavors.

One of the most important parts of organizing, we discovered, was planning ahead and amply
publicizing events. We established a weekly email update to post to the 300+ member listserv so
that we could keep the membership aware of all of the great events we were planning. This is
one example of a weekly update that I am particularly proud of because it demonstrates just how
much work running such an active organization was. These updates often took more than two
hours to put together but also helped to keep us (the organizers) ahead of the game as far as
logistical details such as room reservations go. We also wanted to make sure that whenever
possible, our membership knew about our events as far in advance as possible, as you can see in
this example.

September 20, 2006

After a series of news reports in the school paper which consistently used anti-feminist rhetoric,
a group of us decided that it was WSSO’s role to educate the campus community about anti-
Rape activism by engaging in a discussion with campus officials and off campus organizations.
With over 100 people in attendance, the event was our first (of many) successful campus
outreach events. The panelists were representatives from the local Sexual Assault Center and the
Institute of Women’s Studies, as well as the VP of Student Affairs, a SANE Nurse, and a sexual
assault investigator from the local police department.

- September 21, 2006

- We wanted to have an event for the entire group to kick back, enjoy each other’s company, and
take a break from the usual vigor of activist work. So, we sponsored bowling night as our first
social activity.

- Not to be too meticulous, but I chose to add this flyer because it shows how much time and effort
was spent on each and every event. Down to coordinating rides for off campus events to posting
directions online to reminding people of location and timings, every single activity we planned
seemed like a monumental effort in itself.

- As one of our educational outreach activities, we screened this film followed by a discussion lead
by a professor. The turnout was at least 30 people and we co-sponsored the event with the
campus LGBT group, Lambda Alliance.

- One of our goals was to educate the campus-wide audience about feminist issues including
prochoice activism. With our limited budget, we appealed to other organizations, departments,
and various committees to help fund a speaker such as Jennifer Baumgarder to discuss their work
and activism. This is one of our many proposals; unfortunately, despite our efforts (and snazzy
formatting :-D) we could not acquire the necessary funds in our short tenure.

10A — Non-Profit Career Panel
- October 10, 2006

- One of our largest and most successful events was in conjunction with the Career Center. As
described above, at this panel discussion called “How to Get a Job In Non-Profits: What to do
with a degree in Women’s Studies,” we invited representatives from various area non-Profits,
academic advisors, professors, and career-center counselors to advise students about their post-
graduation options.

10B — HYPE Festival
- October 12, 2006

- Along with the Health Center’s Health Promotions Department and a new group on campus
called HIV/AIDS Youth Prevention Education (HYPE), WSSO participated in a daylong
carnival called “Sex on the Fifty Yard Line.”

- The carnival’s aim was to increase awareness about safe sex education as well as STI’s and offer
free and anonymous HIV testing.
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WSSO also promoted our Consent is Sexy Campaign, an anti-Rape campaign which encourages
dialogue before sex, sex without coercion, and understanding of legalities of non-consensual sex.

The event also served as a fundraiser by selling our newly designed Consent Is Sexy T-shirts (see
design and more info on the campaign here: http://www.uhs.uga.edu/consent/index.html)

October 12, 2006

In conjunction with Amnesty International, WSSO screened this film. It’s a great example of
groups which worked together because WSSO was responsible for publicity while Al was
responsible for A/V equipment and room reservations. It’s also a great example of how difficult
organizing an event as simple as a film screening can be; we had to change the date a number of
times to accommodate both of the organizations’ busy agendas.

October 19-20, 2006

The Hang on to Choice Campaign, an idea borrowed from Wellesley College, was a fundraiser
we held on campus to raise money for South Dakota’s Planned Parenthood. Buy “selling” wire
hangers for $2-$5, we encouraged people to write notes on them and then we boxed up the 200
or so hangers we sold and delivered them to South Dakotan Governor, Mike Rounds. To
manipulate the debate so that our adversaries could no longer use the worn out religious and anti-
choice rhetoric, we chose this campaign which brings women’s lives and women’s health to the
forefront of the argument. Regardless of one’s stance on the fetus, we wanted to relay the reality
that women’s lives would be endangered given no legal and safe alternatives.

This was one of the campaigns where members from WSSO were responsible for its success.
Aside from creating the flyers, I did virtually nothing. Both Lucas and I had other obligations
that weekend, so we could not even help table. Young leaders embraced the opportunity and
reserved the space, tabled, collected money, discussed why they thought it was important, helped
publicize, and even boxed the hangers up; they did pretty much everything and $243.00 later, it’s
safe to say the campaign was a success.

In their own words, the members created this press statement:

“We hope to create a visual argument showing the realities of how abortion restrictions in America will impact women,
as a counterargument to the rising tide of regulation brought forth by the conservative movement. The image of the back
alley abortion and the violent tools they require show the real stakes for women in America. Thursday and Friday we
will be 'selling' wire hangers for $2 at the UGA Arch, and encouraging people who buy them to write messages on them
about their take on the movement against choice. We will either place these hangers strategically on campus, or mail
them to the people who will be on the forefront of the war on choice.”

I am particularly proud of this event because it shows how our leadership empowered younger
students to take organizing roles, and also displays the students’ engagement with current events
and interest in running campaigns. Given the proper tools and organizing skills, the next
generation of Pro-choice leaders at UGA will be a force to be reckoned with.

As mentioned before, we developed the ambassadors program which helped to involve more
people in the organizing process as well as helped WSSO advertise our events. There was no
better way to tap into the audience of our members’ classes or have the type of presence on
campus that we achieved without engaging so many people. This document is the concept as it
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was first advertised.

All of the 14CSA documents are the publicity for Coalition Somos América, the Coalition event
which WSSO co-Sponsored and for which I was an organizer.

The event was to raise awareness about global economic justice and immigration issues. The
scope was large, but I think we were successful in making connections between the border issue
as well as the living wage, human rights and healthcare. WSSO’s representation in the meetings
were key because we advocated women’s issues, made sure they were not left out (as they often
are in these types of discussions), and encouraged female speakers to be included in the speaker
lineup. We also included reproductive health materials on our table from Choice USA and from
the National Latina Institute for Reproductive Health in both English and Spanish.

I designed all the publicity materials including the Spanish flyers and handbills.

Finally, in mid-November, we were able to schedule a chapter visit with Choice USA. We
organized an entire weekend pack full of events (see the agenda on the flyer).

Our facebook pitch:

Come Learn about campus Activism and pro-choice activism. Plus, we'll be tailoring a specific campaign for getting a
Women's Center on campus.

Even if you're don't consider yourself a pro-choice activist, but you are interested in learning about how to mobilize
people on campus and organize around a progressive issue, then you should definitely come check out the workshops on
Saturday. Also, if you're a leader in an organization or would like to build leadership skills, come out to the
organizational sessions on Saturday.

If you're not sure if you're pro-choice, or just want to come out and learn about the issues, then Saturday and Thursday
are the days for you.

It was a busy weekend, and while I would have liked more involvement, given that it was close
to the end of the term, lots of people had other commitments. We did accomplish quite a bit on
the Women’s Center Campaign which we launched soon after the conference.

The Petition for the Women’s Center. As mentioned we launched this campaign shortly after the
Choice USA conference and devised a timetable for future leaders to continue with it.

Our goal is to collect 6,000 signatures, or approximately 20% of the student population and
present them to the administration to demonstrate that there is a need and desire for a women’s
center on campus.

As one of our last educational efforts, we collaborated with Students for Latin@ Empowerment
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and invited the Feminist Women’s Health Center, a leading non-profit feminst women’s health
resource in Atlanta which strives to empower women through service, education, and advocacy,
to come to our campus and conduct a workshop about safe sex, services on campus, and how
reproductive health issues affect the campus Latina community.

Other:

Aside from the activities listed here, we also held regular meetings. At one of our more successful
meetings, we designed t-shirts and discussed reproductive justice issues and upcoming events.

Our final meeting was casual and a much needed relaxing affair at a local pizzeria.

About Jennifer Baumgar dner

For nearly 15 years, Fargo-native Jennifer Baumgardner has made her career in New York City as a prominent voice for
women and girls, working as a writer, a speaker, and an activist. After a five-year stint as the youngest editor at Ms.
Magazine (1993-1997), Jennifer began writing for a diverse array of publications, doing investigative pieces for Harper's
and The Nation, exploring stories such as why younger women appear to be less pro-choice, and the fact that “rape kits”
are routinely lost or rendered inadmissible in sexual assault cases. She has written several commentaries for NPR’s All
Things Considered. She also writes for many of the major women’s magazines (including Jane, Glamour, Marie Claire,
and Elle), for which she has written about the first female deemed a sexually violent predator and the Miss America
Pageant.

Her first book, Manifesta: Young Women, Feminism, and the Future, co-authored with colleague Amy Richards, was
published in October of 2000. Gloria Steinem, Eve Ensler, and Naomi Wolf (as well as thousands of young women and
men who have read it and written to Jen and Amy) enthusiastically endorsed Manifesta. The book garnered dozens of
reviews, including The New York Times Book Review, Jane magazine, Brill's Content, Ms., The Village Voice, The Nation,
and The New Republic. Their second book together, Grassroots: A Field Guide for Feminist Activism was published in
2005 and is now available in bookstores nationwide (FSG). Jennifer’s latest book, Look Both Ways: Bisexual Politics
(FSG) will be published on February 14, 2007.

Since 2000, Jennifer and Amy have lectured at more than 200 colleges and high schools including Yale, Harvard,
Colgate, the University of North Dakota, the University of Michigan, Mills College, Rutgers, Tulane, Vanderbilt, USC,
Swarthmore, Appalachian State, and they were both fellows at Dartmouth in 2004. The near-constant touring inspired
them to found Soapbox Inc: Speakers Who Speak Out, a feminist speakers’ bureau that represents two dozen prominent

feminist writers and activists such as Katha Pollitt, Gloria Steinem, Irshad Manji, and Rosalind Wiseman.

Jennifer is the editor of a series of feminist classics for Farrar, Straus & Giroux, including Shulamith Firestone’s The
Dialectic of Sex (2003) and Germaine Greer’s The Female Eunuch (2002). Jennifer has written introductions, chapters,
and epilogues for several recent books about feminism, including the introduction to a new edition of Alix Kates
Shulman's bestselling Memoirs of an Ex-Prom Queen.

Jennifer has worked as a writer and organizer with foundations such as Honor the Earth (an indigenous environmental
group), Planned Parenthood Federation of America, and the Third Wave Foundation (the only national organization for
feminist activists between the ages of 15 and 30).

Jennifer is a popular pundit and interview guest, including a stint as a regular panelist on the Oxygen Network for women,
and appearances on shows from The Oprah Winfrey Show to NPR’s Talk of the Nation. In 2003, the Commonwealth
Club of California hailed her in their centennial year as one of six “Visionaries for the 21st Century,” commenting that “in
her role as author and activist, [Jennifer has] permanently changed the way people think about feminism...and will shape
the next 100 years of politics and culture.” She lives in Williamsburg, Brooklyn, with her toddler, Skuli.

The Center
would be dedicated to providing resources, services, and trainings that would meet the specific
and unique needs of women students, and would provide a safe and welcoming space for women
students, as well as women faculty, alumni, and staff. A Women’s Center is necessary because
women make up a very large part of our community, and we currently have no centralized
resource center that is dedicated to addressing their specific needs and concerns (including
safety, sexual assault and harassment, health, wellness, and body image, peer education,
leadership, and diversity) in an explicitly woman-friendly environment.

We believe that a Women’s Center will improve the learning and living environment for all
students at UGA, as is evidenced by the effectiveness of Women’s Centers at many other
institutions of higher education.
